Developed a fully functional Web server  in Java using Sun's JDK 1.1 and Servlet Development Kit. The 
server implements HTTP 1.0 and supports Web-based remote administration, CGI scripts and Java servlets.  
 
Developed a 3-tier  parallel computing environment consisting of a Java applet as front-end, Java 
servlets in the middle tier and C programs in the back-end. The purpose of the system is to demonstrate the 
suitability of the Java "listener-call-back" event model as introduced in JDK 1.1 to synchronize high-
performance parallel computations in an event driven manner with little communication overhead. The 
Java front-end allows the user to configure and graphically connect individual computation nodes and to 
submit the resulting model to the underlying tiers for processing.  
 
Developed a tool in C++ to analyze the structure of C++ source code. The program is able to parse and 
analzse C++ files and output the collected file, inheritance and aggregation relationships.
